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Resumen

La tesis analiza como diversos factores internos y externos influyeron en el cambio del
codigo operacional de Jair Bolsonaro y contrasta este impacto con la politica exterior de
Brasil hacia los BRICS. La investigacion se enfoca en la narrativa y discursos politicos de
Bolsonaro, revelando cémo sus declaraciones publicas denotan cambios en sus valores y
creencias filosoficas e instrumentales, ademas de como estas se convirtieron en decisiones
politicas. Destaca la importancia de las dindmicas geopoliticas globales y regionales y la
presion de grupos de interés de Brasil como actores clave que Bolsonaro enfrent6 durante su
gobierno. El anélisis se basa en la teoria del c6digo operacional de la escuela cognitiva de las
relaciones internacionales, proporcionando un marco para entender cémo las creencias y
valores de un lider politico influyen su toma de decisiones. Reconoce la relevancia de la
inclusién de la psicologia politica como herramienta de estudio de las relaciones
internacionales y brinda un modelo de uso a través de los resultados presentados. El estudio
concluye que aunque el cédigo operacional de Bolsonaro sufrié cambios durante su mandato,
la politica exterior brasilefia hacia los BRICS se mantuvo bajo una estabilidad relativa gracias

a la interdependencia econémica e intereses geoestratégicos compartidos.
Abstract

The thesis analyzes how various internal and external factors influenced the change of Jair
Bolsonaro's operational code and contrasts this impact with Brazil's foreign policy towards
the BRICS. The research focuses on Bolsonaro's political narrative and speeches, revealing
how his public statements denote changes in his philosophical and instrumental values and
beliefs, as well as how these became political decisions. It highlights the importance of global
and regional geopolitical dynamics and pressure from Brazil's interest groups as key players
that Bolsonaro faced during his administration. The analysis is based on the operational code
theory of the cognitive school of international relations, providing a framework for
understanding how a political leader's beliefs and values influence his or her decision-
making. It recognizes the relevance of the inclusion of political psychology as a tool for the
study of international relations and provides a model for its use through the results presented.
The study concludes that although Bolsonaro's operational code underwent changes during
his term, Brazil's foreign policy towards the BRICS remained relatively stable thanks to

economic interdependence and shared geostrategic interests.
