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Resumen

La investigacion analizo la politica de drogas en Ecuador, lo que puso en evidencia la persistencia
de un modelo punitivo que ha mostrado imitaciones para contener el consumo y reducir la violencia
vinculada al narcotrafico; a través de encuestas, se identifico una percepcion social que demanda
enfoques de salud publica y prevencion, mas que sanciones penales; el estudio confirmé que la
falta de oportunidades educativas y laborales es vista como uno de los principales factores que
inciden en el consumo, lo que coincide con la literatura sobre determinantes sociales. Se constatd
la brecha entre el mandato constitucional de priorizar la rehabilitacion y la practica judicial, que
mantiene la criminalizacion de consumidores, el analisis comparado de experiencias
internacionales (Portugal, Paises Bajos, Colombia y México) muestra alternativas diversas, se llego
a la conclusion que Ecuador requiere transitar hacia un modelo integral que combine prevencion
estructural, tratamiento digno y un control enfocado en el crimen organizado.
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Abstract

The research analyzed drug policy in Ecuador, revealing the persistence of a punitive model that
has failed to contain consumption and reduce violence linked to drug trafficking. Surveys identified
a social perception that demands public health and prevention approaches, rather than criminal
sanctions. The study confirmed that the lack of educational and employment opportunities is seen
as one of the main factors influencing consumption, consistent with the literature on social
determinants. A gap was identified between the constitutional mandate to prioritize rehabilitation
and judicial practice, which maintains the criminalization of users. A comparative analysis of
international experiences (Portugal, the Netherlands, Colombia, and Mexico) reveals diverse
alternatives. It was concluded that Ecuador needs to transition toward a comprehensive model that
combines structural prevention, dignified treatment, and a focus on organized crime control.
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
